ELL (English Language Learning) 
ELL refers to learning English in addition to your first or most  
comfortable language.  
 
CLB (Canadian Language Benchmark) 
The CLB is used in Canada as a measure of language ability. In a CLB 
assessment, learners are evaluated in four areas: reading, writing,    
listening and speaking. Scores in each of these areas range from 1-12.  
It is helpful for you to know your benchmarks if you are taking an     
English class, looking for work, or planning to study at a Canadian     
college or university.  
 
IELTS (International English Language Testing System) 
The IELTS is a Canadian English language test. IELTS results are accepted 
as proof of English proficiency for study at all universities and colleges 
in Canada, and for permanent residency and citizenship. 
 
CELPIP (Canadian English Language Proficiency Index Program)  
Canadian English Language Proficiency Index Program (CELPIP) is an 
English language proficiency test designated by Immigration, Refugees 
and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) for Permanent Resident status in Canada 
and Canadian citizenship. 
 
PR (Permanent Resident of Canada) 
A PR is someone who has been given permanent resident status 
by immigrating to Canada, but is not a Canadian Citizen. Some English 
Language Learning opportunities found in this guide are available only 
to Permanent Residents of Canada.
